Written End-User Documentation

· Overall good documentation. Good appearance, presentation, and organization of ideas.

· Organization needs improvement. Flow of information is not as smooth as it could be.

· Use appropriate typography; ragged appearance of paragraphs.

· Divide into paragraphs appropriately (one idea per paragraph).

· Use section headings before each major section of documentation.

· Minor spelling and grammatical errors (marked up).

· Excessive spelling and grammatical errors; very hard to read.

· Documentation does not show on-screen inputs and outputs.

· Documentation does not adequately explain the details of the program’s behavior.
Software Design and Documentation

· Overall good code structure. Good appearance, no apparent problems with design.


· No comment block for each function. Function must have a comment block describing its inputs, outputs, and error conditions.

· Author’s name, date, and other relevant information missing from program listing.

· Some areas in the code are not properly commented. Each “thought” should have comments that explain it.

· Improper coding practice: ( Uncontrolled recursion )  ( Unsafe use of array memory )  ( Improper parameter passage )   ( Improper memory allocation  )  ( Potentially unstable )

· Improper coding practice as marked on program listing.

· Inconsistent use of indentation. Hard to follow code (hard to identify functional blocks of code.)

· Code too tightly packed onto page; use more space.

· Separate code “phrases” (functional blocks) with space to make reading easier.
